The structure of your proposal can be different from the one outlined here but should address all of the following aspects to allow the school to judge your research potential. 1	Overview
Motivation:  Describe why this research area interests you and its importance.
Background Summary:  Provide a brief overview of the research context.
Research Questions/Aims:  List the main questions or objectives guiding your research.
Significance:  Explain the potential impact of this research.

2	Related Work
Key Literature: Summarise the key works in your field that position and support your research.
Contextualisation: Describe how these works shape your research questions and objectives.

3	Research Direction and Objectives
Research Direction: Outline the path your research will take and the specific aspects you will explore.
Specific Objectives: List the goals you plan to achieve through your research.

4	Research Design and Methodology
Methodological Approach:  Explain the research methods and design you will use (e.g., experiments, surveys, etc.).

Data Collection/Analysis: Describe how you will gather and analyse data.

The first year’s plan needs to be very clear. The plans for subsequent years can be slightly 

5	Research Significance
Discuss the impact of your research. Why is it important and why should the world care?

6	Timeline
Include a timeline e.g., a Gantt chart
