Your Personal Data
The University of Glasgow is responsible for your personal data (like your name, email address, and your competition entry) for taking part in the storytelling competition “Girls – Get on Yer Bikes!”. This means the University is what’s called the “Data Controller”. This Privacy Notice explains how we will use your information.

Why do we need your personal data?
We ask for your name and email so we can contact you about your competition entry. This helps us reach the three lucky winners and send info about the in-person celebration at the University of Glasgow. We’ll share details like the date, time, what will happen, and how to get there. We’d also like to use your submissions and photos/videos from the event to show off the competition and celebrate it in marketing and promotional material. There’s a Media Consent Form below where you can choose if it’s okay for us to do this. We only collect the info we need for the competition.

Legal basis for processing your data
We need a legal reason to use your data. Here, it’s because you give us Consent.

What we do with it and who we share it with
Only staff and students at the University of Glasgow in the UK will use your information. We use it to manage the competition, pick the winners, and organize the event.

How long do we keep it for
We will keep your information until December 2025. After that, it will be safely deleted. Depending on what you agreed to in the Media Consent Form, we might keep your photos/videos and online/print material we created containing your submission longer.
 
What are your rights?
You can ask to see what info we have about you at any time. If something is wrong, in some cases, you can ask us to fix it, delete it, or limit how we use it. You can say “no” to us using your information anytime. You can also ask for a copy of your info to take somewhere else—this is called data portability.
You can also take back your consent at any time. If you do, we won’t use your info in the future, but it might still appear in things that have already been shared, like books, reports, or articles. The University will remove your info from its own channels, but we can’t guarantee it will be removed from places outside our control.
