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PERMIT TO WORK IN A CONTROLLED RADIATION AREA

Regulation 19(3)-(4) of the Ionising Radiations Regulations 2017 requires the employer to provide a written System of Work where personnel who are not "classified" radiation workers require access to a controlled radiation area.  This permit describes the conditions that must be met in this situation.  Before issue of the permit, the controlled radiation area named was inspected on the date given and was deemed safe for working subject to the stated conditions.
