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Postgraduate Research Student Progress Review Process- Year 1
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Formal assessment interview consists of assessors and supervisors completing the online PGR progress  review  and assessor panel meeting with  the students face-to-face. All parties, including student, complete a formal report through online system. Progression is represented via traffic light and completed by PG Convenor. 


Student self evaluates training needs through completion of Training Needs Assement (TNA) proforma. Student and supervisor review the TNA. 


Year 1 Literature Review and Researcher Development Log are completed and examined by assessor panel. These, in addition to TNA, are uploaded to online system.  Student/supervisor and assessor submits report via online system.
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
