The College of Arts is delighted to announce the Edmond & Adeline Clark Travel Scholarship.

In 2020-21, the scholarship will be awarded to one or more students registered on a Postgraduate Taught course of study in the College of Arts at the University of Glasgow for the purposes of travel in connection with study or research.  
Please note, any students who are planning to travel to Europe for 2 months or longer for a research project should instead apply for funding via the Study Abroad & Exchanges Team (under the traineeship route).  Under the Erasmus ICM projects, there are opportunities to apply for funding for 2 months or longer for a research project top international destinations as listed here.
The total award fund for session 2020-21 is £640. The scholarship

· will be held for a maximum period of one year

· may be split in any one given year and awards made to multiple students
· will payable in one instalment for one year of study
In the event of no suitable scholar being identified in any year, no award will be made.
 Criteria & Application Process
In 2020-21 the Scholarship is open to Postgraduate Taught students in the College of Arts at the University of Glasgow.
The Scholarship may only be used to support Postgraduate Taught Masters dissertation-related activity. It will be awarded on the basis of motivation and academic excellence to date, i.e. to those predicted to gain a Masters degree with distinction.
Only travel costs connected with a research or study trip whilst a registered student will be supported.
Applicants should complete the Scholarship application form, and provide a CV and a letter of support from their dissertation supervisor.
Selection will be undertaken by the Dean of Graduate Studies and the Dean of Learning and Teaching or their delegates.
Requirement on award holder
The holder of the Edmond & Adeline Clark Travel Scholarship will be required to submit a brief report on his/her progress to the Development and Alumni Office at the end of each academic session, for onward transmission to the executors of Mr & Mrs Clark’s estate.
The deadline for receipt of applications is Friday, 29 January 2021. Applications (application form, CV and letter of support from dissertation supervisor) should be submitted by email to gradschool.arts@glasgow.ac.uk. Please put CLARK SCHOLARSHIP in the subject line of your email. Supervisors’ letters of support may be supplied separately if necessary but these should still be received in the College Office by the deadline.

Incomplete applications will not be considered.
