	DECLARATION and AGREEMENT:  I the Contractee to whom the scooter is on loan certify:    




1. The Contractee possesses an adequate degree of ability with both hands, reasonable eyesight, and a degree of spatial awareness to operate the scooter, and is not heavier in weight than 21 stone.

2. The Contractee is in receipt of and will return to the Disability Service: Mobility Scooter, scooter key, basket, side mirror, high visibility safety jacket, user manual, Getwise Highway Code .

3. The Contractee, together with a member of the Disability Service, will check that the condition of the scooter tyres, battery, lights and brakes are fit for purpose prior to use.

4. The Contractee is responsible for the safe and appropriate use of the scooter, and must not allow it to be used by any other person, or for any purpose out-with this Loan Contract.
5. If the scooter is willfully damaged or not returned to the Disability Service on the agreed date, the Contractee will be regarded as a debtor to University of Glasgow

6. The scooter will be borrowed for the period stated at the time of the loan contract, but may be recalled by the Disability Service at any time.

7. Use of the scooter is confined to within a 2 mile radius of the University of Glasgow John McIntyre.

8. Within the University campus the scooter will be used on pedestrian pavements, unless there is no pavement available.  Outside the campus the scooter will only be used on pedestrian pavements, and any vehicular route will be crossed by means of a designated pedestrian crossing where possible, or by an alternative safe route.

9. The scooter will be returned at the end of each day to the designated docking station in John McIntyre Building. If after closing time, University Traffic and Security at the Main Gatehouse can be asked to open the building 0141-3304282.

10. No passenger of any size shall be carried on the scooter either sitting or standing.

11. The Contractee shall under no circumstances use the scooter under the influence of alcohol.

12. Under normal circumstances, the scooter will not be left where it might cause obstruction. 
13.  When left unattended the starter key will be removed. 
14. The Contractee will wear the high visibility safety jacket when loan period extends after dark

15. The scooter remains at all times the property of the Student Disability Service and the University of Glasgow which is not however responsible or liable for: Injury to the Contractee or any other person from the operation of the scooter; damage to the scooter or any other property as a result of its use; or any complaints relating to the scooter.
