Our 6-month target 
When we were funded by NIHR, as with most 
of their trials, we were required to demon- 
strate evidence that we can meet our overall  
patient recruitment target of 520 using an in- 
ternal pilot phase of 6-months. With recruit- 
ment of first patient, the clock is now ticking  
and we need to recruit 120-180 patients by  
end of Nov 2022
